Opening Ceremony: Ken Burns Calls for “Raising the Dead”
Dozens of Minnesotan Zombies Swarm College Park

In an unconventionally freewheeling speech Sunday night, 
famed documentarian Ken Burns congratulated National 
History Day students on their achievements and analytical 
prowess and—with a sudden change in tone—called on them 
to “raise the dead.” The call to arms came as a surprise to most 
affiliates, but Team Minnesota was ahead of Burns. In 
Minnesota, the dead were already walking.
     “I spotted my first zombies pretty early in the day,” offered 
a visibly shaken Gabe Reese. “I saw some lumbering through 
Terminal 2 at 3:45 a.m.” In an exclusive interview with The 
Bulletin, Reese shared several scenes from his harrowing
